If your student
received an EdChoice Expansion Scholarship in our
current school year, you are only required to fill out
the EdChoice Scholarship Program Renewal Form
and supply a current utility or gas bill that includes
both the Mailing Address and Service Address.
Income verification is not required to renew the
EdChoice Scholarship. Families may qualify for
low-income status if they choose to have their
income verified.

SCHOLARSHIP DONATION/TAX CREDIT

If you pay Ohio State income taxes, you have a
wonderful opportunity to choose where a portion of
those dollars goes. Rather than sending your tax
dollars to the State of Ohio, the state allows eligible
taxpayers to direct some of that money to support St.
Augustine Catholic School, helping to provide
scholarships that directly benefit our students.
